NOW, THEREFORE, I, PATRICK J. LUCEY, Governor of the State 
of Wisconsin, do hereby order and direct that: 

1.	 Executive Order No. 51 be replaced by thin ordBr. 

2 •	 There is created in the executive office a health policy 
council (herein l~efer!'ed to as Hthe c ounc LL'") ";"'.1 th the 
members appointed by the governor. Members ohall serve 
for staggered three-year terms and shall be chosen in 
such a way as to meet the requirements for a health 
planning advisory co~ncil in federal re~ulations. The 
council shull hava the folloHing functions: 

(a)	 To llssist the governor in the performance of 
executive review of health policy, health pro­
grams, and health project3 in the state 

(D)	 To identify Wi3consin 's health needs, goals ~d 

priorities 

(0)	 To coordinate, review and make r-ec ommendatiLona 
concerning the state and ar-o avrf.de comprehensive 
health pLann.i.ng pr-cgr-ams , federal categorical 
health programs, including serving as the 
advisory council the single state agency desig­
nated for health planning under P.L. 89-749. 

The governor or his designee shall serve as Chairmen of 
the council. The work of the council shall be coordinated 
by a. secretary of the council, 'appointed by the governor 
and	 serving at his pleasure. 

Committees reouired to perform the functions of' the3. 
council shall 'include members of the council and other 
persons appointed by the governor or his designee. In 
the case where advisory councils are mandated in 
federal or state health and health-related legislation, 
such adv i cor-y councils shall be c omrut.t ee e of tr~ health 
policy council, and Eha!1 be so c?nstitutad.as t~_~eet 
the re~uirements of the appropria~e l~ws ana r2=u~at1ons. 



4.	 The division or health policy, a division attached to the 
department of adnund atz-at Lon under the pr-ov t a t ons of 
B. 15.03 of the statutes, 1s hereby deEicnated ao the 
Bingle s t c.t e a;;ency for the 2.dministrat:Lon of' the s t a t e t s 
corepreh0nslv0 health planning program. The activities of 
the divisicn will be under the direction of the secretary 
to the council) as designated above J who shall serve as 
administrator of the division, and an executive assistant 
appointed by the governor and serving as his pleasure. 

5.	 Every department, ind8pcndent agency, and statutory 
council, and their officers and employees, shall cooperate 
"Ii th the staff of the division in those matters r-e La t Lrig 
to the counc1l's functions.
