WHEREAS, Wisconsin's local governments may be required to 
e)(pend local tax resources to perform certain functions mandated by 
state law; and 

'. . WHEREAS, in view of the availability of increasingly 
l~mlted resources to each level of government, a r ev i ew of the 
necessity, cost effectiveness and efficacy of such mandates is 
advi sable; . 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, LEE SHERMAN DREYFUS, Governor of the 
state of Wisconsin, pursuant to the authority vested in me by. 
Section 14.019, \'1isconsin Statutes, do hereby 

1.	 Create the Governor's Special Committee on State 
Mandates to consist of the following members 
appointed by the Governor: 

(a) three persons representing the Wisconsin Towns 
As soc;i;ation; 

(b)	 three persons representing the League of 
Wisconsin Municipalitiesi 

(c)	 three persons r epreaenting the Wisconsin 
!;
i: 

County Boards Associationi 

(d)	 one public member who shall be chairman. 

2.	 Charge the Special Cornmittee with examining state 
mandates on local governments and recommending to 
the Governor and Legislature as soon as practicable, 
changes in state law or practice which will 
relieve unnecessary fiscal, or other burdens, 
and which will reflect the proper balance of 
state and local powers and responsibilities. 
Such review of mandates should not include 
basic gove'rhmental structure or the provision 
of essential services. 

3. Direct the Secretary of the Department of Develop­
ment to provide staff coo~dination for the Special

Execut:!ive Departments to provide staff support at 
the request of the Department of Development in all
