
EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 84 AUG 2H 1981 

lEGISLATIVE REFERENCE 

WHp REAS , the St.et.e of I'Vi sconsin desire s to ~UREAU" . r e ce i ve 
federal gran~ asslstance under Sectlon 1202 of T~tle X f 
the United s~ates Code.an~ in order to do so, must fi;s~ 
establish a st~te.commlsslon as t~e Wisconsin postsecondary 
education co~mlsslon; and 

WHSREAS, 'the purpose of such a commission is to 
support comp~ehensive inventories of, and studies with 
respect to, 811 public and private postsecondary educational 
resources in the state, including the planning necessary for 
such resources to be better coordinated i improved, expanded 
or altered, so that all persons who desire, and who can 
benef it from, postsecondary education may have the oppor­
tuni ty to do so; and 

WHEREAS, the state agency so designated must meet 
the broad representation requirements of Section 1202 of 
Title X, U.S. Code, equitably representing the' general 
public and public and private nonprofit and proprietary 
institutions of postsecondary education in the State of 
1H sconsin; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, LEE SHERMAN DREYFUS, Gove rnor 
of the State of Wisconsin, by virtue of the authority vested 
in me by Sections 14.019 and 16.54, Wisconsin Statutes, do 
hereby provide for the continuance of the Education Advisory 
Council, as created by arid established under Executive Order 
No .. 42, dated April II, 1980 and, further, do hereby provide 
that the EdUcation Advisory Council shall continue as the 
designated State Postsecondary Education Commission (1202 
Commission) and shall continue to execute the responsibilities 
identif ied in Ti·tle X of the United States Code. 

THE EDUCATION ADVISORY COUNCIL 

The Education Advisory Council shall execute the 
r{E~d'sDonsibilities required of such commissions by Title X, 
v:n:i.:Ll~t::.U S~ate:::, Code.
