Analysis by the Legislative Reference Bureau

This resolution prohibits the assembly from passing a bill increasing the rate
of a tax, other than a tax on alcohol or tobacco, or increasing a fee unless the bill is
approved by two−thirds of the members elected to the assembly.

Resolved by the assembly, That:

SECTION 1.  Assembly rule 76 (1m) is created to read:

Assembly Rule 76 (1m)  The assembly may not pass a bill increasing the rate

of a tax, other than a tax on alcohol or tobacco, or increasing a fee unless the bill is

approved by two−thirds of the members elected to the assembly.
