Whereas, junior Chris Okon led the Warhawks to victory with his 22 points; and
Whereas, senior Allon Dor-Onn scored 20 points, senior Nate Hinze scored 12

points, and junior Andre Bienek scored 10 points; and
Whereas, the Warhawks finished the regular season with a record of 21-1; and

Whereas, the Warhawks were the No. 1 seed in the tournament bracket; and
