AN ACT to affect 2013 Wisconsin Act 20, section 9101 (3s); relating to:

eliminating study on consolidating the Department of Safety and Professional

Services and the Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection.

Analysis by the Legislative Reference Bureau

Current law requires the Department of Administration to conduct a study
concerning the consolidation of the functions of the Department of Safety and
Professional Services and the Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer
Protection under a single new agency and to submit its findings from that study to
the Joint Committee on Finance no later than January 1, 2014. This bill repeals that
requirement for a study.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do
enact as follows:

SECTION 1. 2013 Wisconsin Act 20, section 9101 (3s) is repealed.
