The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do
enact as follows:

SECTION 1.  227.137 (3) (c) of the statutes is amended to read:

227.137 (3) (c)  An analysis of the actual and quantifiable benefits of the

proposed rule, including an assessment of how effective the proposed rule will be in
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addressing the policy problem that the rule is intended to address and an assessment

of the impact that the proposed rule will have on public health and the environment.

SECTION 2.0Initial applicability.

(1)  ECONOMIC IMPACT ANALYSIS FOR PROPOSED RULE.  This act first applies to a

proposed administrative rule submitted to the legislative council staff under section

227.15 of the statutes on the effective date of this subsection.
