(18) At 8:18 a.m., 2021 Senate Joint Resolution 102, Relating to: applying to
Congress under the provisions of Article V of the Constitution of the
United States for a convention to propose an amendment establishing
term limits for members of the United States House of Representatives
and the United States Senate.
