That the county of Washington shall be erganised
The county of for county purposes from and after the fourth Monday of Sep-
‘ofg:;t';e’égm“ tember next; and, from and after said day, shall be entitled to
all the rights and privileges enjoyed by other organised counties
in this territory: Provided however, That for all judicial pur-
poses said county shall continue attached to, and form a part
of the county of Milwaukee.

Sec. 4. Ten per cent of the moneys collected by tax in

Sec. 5. Nothing in this act shall be construed to impair, er
in any manner affect, the collection of the tax assessed by the
county of Milwaukee for the year 1840; but the same shall be
collected and paid into the treasury of the said county of Mil.
waukee, in the same manner as if this act had not been passed.

Src. 6. That so much of any act or acts haretofore passed,
as establishes or locates the county seat of eaid county of
Washington, be, and the same is iaereby repealed.

Scc. 7. That for the purpose of permanently establishing
