Be it enacted by the Council and House of Representatives of
ﬂw Territory of Wisconsin:

That judgments-in. the district courts of this ter-
niory, shall have the operation of, and shall be liens upon the
rea) estate of the person or persons against whom such judg-
ments may be rendered, from the day of the rendition thereof,
in the counfy within which. such‘ judgments may be rendered,
and-the cqunty or. .counties thereto attached for judicial pur-
poses; and it shall ba the duty of the clerk of any such court,
when apphed to by any pergon or persons interested in.any

Judgment rendered in any such aforesaid court, to make out and

deliver to such applicants an attested copy of the docket or
record of such judgment, authenticated by the “seal of such
court; which attested copy may be by such person or persons
. filed in the office pf the clerk of any district court within this
tqrntory, aud when so ﬁled, the sald clerk in whose office the
. same may be filed, shall enter the same o the Judgment docket
by him o be kept, and preserve the said copy among the files
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of his office; and such attested copy, when so filed and éntered

dered, the same as if said error had never been prosccuted; unless
such judgment shall be reversed by the supreme court, and the
plaintiff in error on the trial anew shHll be the successful and
prevailing party.

Real estate sold under execution, ot any distinet
part or parcel, may be redeemed within two years from the date
of the sale of the same, and the possession of the real cstate
and chattels real of the judgment debtor, whose estate was sold
under execution, shall be and remain in ‘the judgment debtor,
until the expiration of the time for redeeming the same.

Sec. 8. The terms and manner of redeeming real estats,
shall be by the payment to the purchaser, his personal represcn-
tatives, attorney or assigns, or to the officer who made such sale,
for the use of such purchaser, of the sum of money which wans
bid on the sale of the lot:or Jots, tract or tracts of land sold, to-
gether with interest on that sum from the time of sale, at the
rate of twelve per cent per annum.
