THE people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assemdly, do enact as follows :

Brcrion 1. 8. Cummings, W. P. Slean, W. A. Barstow, Trustees, k.
€. R. Dakin, E. D. Clinton, C. Burchard, N. Walton, and,
J. Y. Watson, the present trustees of Carroll college, and their
successors, are hereby continued and declared a body corpe<
rate and politic to be styled the board of trustees of * Carroll
College,” and shall be trustees of the said corporation fer the pur-
pose of further establishing, maintaining, and conducting said in-
stitution of learning, and by the aforesaid corporite name to te-
main in perpetual succession, with full power to sue and be sued,
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% plead and be impleaded, to have and use a common seal, ta altas
and renew the same at pleasure, to acquire, hold and convey prop»
erty real and personal, to be applied only to the objects herein prop
posed, not exceeding in value the amount hereinafter provided.

Sec. 2. The present board of trustees of said college shall
have power to elect twelve other trustees additional to their pres+
ent number, making their whole number twenty-one : ong third of
whem shall be a quorum for the transaction of business: and the
said trustees shall have power to elect their suecessors.

'The said trustees and their successors in office shalh
have power and authority to grant such literary honers and degrges.
as are usually granted by universities, colleges or semimaries .of
leaming in the United States, and in testimony of such grants-ie
give suitable diplomas under their seal; which diplomas shall eati-
tle the possessors respectively to the immunities and privilegesy
which by usage or statute are allowed to the possessors of similar
diplomas granted by universities, colleges, and seminaries of learns.

Skc. 5. Said trustees and their successors in office shall have
power and authority to make such rules and by-laws as may be:
deemed necessary for carrying into effect the designs of said cols,
lege : Provided such rules and by-laws are notinconsistent with
the laws of the United States or of this state.

Skc. 6. 8Baid corporation may at any time hold real estate not
to exceed in value fifly thousand dollars.

Sec. 7. All gifts and grants to said trustees shall be held by
them, for the exclusive benefit of said college, and for no other
purpose whatever.

Sec. 8. Every person who shall pay to said trustees the sum
of four hundred dollars, shall be entitled to the free tuition of one
scholar forever in said college.

Sec. 9. The president of the college shall be ex officio. a mem-
ber and president of the board of trustees.

Sec. 10. Any thing in the act of January thirty-first, one
thousand eight hundred and forty-six, incorporaiing said college,
or in the act ameudatory tltereto, approved Jannary twenty-fifth,
one thousand eight hundred and forty-seven, inconsistent with. thim
act, is hereby repealed. i,
