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Chap. 29. 	An Act to provide for &draining cattle doing dentage. 

The people of the State of Wieccmein rTrecenkd is 
Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows : 

&molt 1. It shall be lawful for the owner or occupant- stay  &Arnie. of lands to distrain all beasts doing damage within his en-
closure, and when any distress shall be made of any beasts 
doing damage, the person distraining shall keep such beasts 
in some secure place other than the public pound until his 

1° i'damages shall be appraised, and within twenty-four hours 
after such distress, unless the same shall be made on Sat-
urday, in which case before the Tuesday morning thereaf-
ter, he shall apply to a justice of the peace, who shall ap-
point three disinterested freeholders of such town to ap-
praise the damages. 

Szo. 2. Such freeholders shall thereupon immediately 
repair to the place and view the damage done, and they 
may take the evidence of any competent witness of the 0 poem', 
facts and circumstances necessary to enable them to ascer-
tain the extent of such damage, for which purpose the said 
freeholders or either of them are hereby authorized toad-
minister an oath to every such witness. 

SEC. 3. The said freeholders shall ascertain and certify 
under their hands the amount of such damage, with their 
fees for their services, not exceeding one d011ar per day; 

Compea esti o and if any disagreement hall arise touching the sufficiency 
of any fence around the premises where such damage was 
done, the said appraisers may examine witm sses in rela-
tion.thereto, and for that purpose may administer oaths to 
such witnesses and they shall determine such disagree-
ment, which decision shall be conclusive. 
• SFc. 4. Within twenty-four hours after the said dama-
ges shall be so appraised, unless the amount so ascertained 
and the fees of the appraisers shall have been paid, the

shall deliver the certificate of the appraisers to the keeper 
of such pound. 

SEC. 5. The pound masyrs of the several towns or 
counties of this state shall receivi.0 and keep flue beasts so 
delivered to them in the public pound; and unless the same 
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shall be replevied or discharged according to law within Lr etsaalorl• 
six days2  such pound master shall sell snch beasts or so 
many ot them as shall be necessary, at public vendue, giv-
ing two days notice of such sale by advertisement to be 
fixed up at such pound, and at three of the most public) 
places within the town where such sale is to be had : Pro- I*0.40.. 
Tided alwayR, that the pound master or person keeping 
any such animals shall furnish them with sufficient and 
appropriate food and take good care of said animals, and 
shall be paid therefor as part of the fees and costs in such 

Sae. 6. If there shall be no pound within the county, 
where such beasts are distrained, [and] the said beasts shall 
be kept in an inclosnre other than the public pound ; and  
unless the same shall be discharged in the manner men-rn:ats  
tioned in the 5th section of this act, within six days from 
the time of such distraining, such beasts or so many of 
them as shall be necessary, shall be sold at public vendue, 
by or under the direction of the sheriff or any constable 
of the county, after the like notice as is required in the 
case of constables' sales of good i4 and chattles taken by 
execution or attachment: Provided, That if the owner r,.. 
or owners of such beasts shall be known to the person dis-* 
training, it shall be the duty of the person so distraining, to 
notify the owner or owners of such beasts, within twenty- 
four hours after such distraininfr, if such owner or owners 
shall reside in the same town ; and if such owner or own-
ers shall net reside in the same town, but in the same coun-
ty, within three days after such distraining. Such notice 
Alan specify the time when, and the place where such 
beasts were distrained, the number of such beasts, and the 
amount of damage done, if known. 

SEC. 7, From the proceeds of such sale, the persons To niais rem 
making the same shall retain sufficient to pay the amount 
of his fees, and the cost of keeping such beasts, and the 
charges of such sale ; and he shall pay to the persons 
distraining such beasts, the damages so certified, with the 
fees of the appraiser; and if there be any surplus, the same 
shall be paid to the owner of t ,neli beasts, if known. If 
no owner appear at the time of sale, or within one week 
thereafter, and claim such surplus the same shall be paid 
by the person making such sale to the town treasurer of 
the town where such sale is made. 

SEC. 8. The several town treasurers, to whom any mon- 
eys may be paid, in pursuance of the 7th section of this  
act, she'll keep the same for. one year from the time of such 
gale, unless the owner of such beasts shall sooner demand 
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•fo pay orer to 
poor foot 

the same. But if the said moneys shall be so demanded, 
the same shall be paid to the owner of such beasts, the said 
treasurer deducting therefrom two per cent for his fees. 

SEC. 9. If the owner of such beasts shall not appear 
within one year from the time of such sale and demand 
such surplus money, the said treasurer shall place the same 
in the treasury of his town, to be expended in support of 
the poor of such town. Said money to be paid over to the 
owner thereof, at any time thereafter, on proper proof be-
ing produced to the town treasurer. 

10. This act to take effect on the first day of May 
next.
