.The People of the State of Wiscongin, rgreeented 
Senate and Assembly, do enact ae follows: 

BEcrnorr. 1. The secretary of state or assistant secretary 
of state is hereby authorized and required to audit the 
accounts of the several newspaper publishers of this state, 
for newspapers furnished the assembly during the present 
session, and to settle such accounts, allowing said publish-
ers at the advertised rates of such papers per year for the 
time such papers were furnished. 

Sim. 2. Such accounts shall be verified by oath of such 
publishers,that the papers were ordered,either by the clerk 
of the senate, [assembly] or the persons to whom they were

sent, and furnished, accompanied by a statement of the 
yearly terms of such papers. 

SW. 3. The secretary of state or assistant secretary of womb. 
state, is authorized to draw warrants on the state treasury 
in favor of the respective publishers, for the amounts 
found due them, and there is hereby appropriated out of 
any moneys !n the state treasury, a sum sufficient to meet 
said drafts.
