Seo. 2. That when such non resident guardian shall pre-
gent an exewplified copy under the eeal of the proper
court in the state of his residence, of all the entries on
record in relation to his appointment, giving bond, &e.,
and anthebnticated as required by the act of Congress
aforesaid, the county court of the proper county in this
state may make suitable orders, discharging any resident
guardian, executor or administrator, and authorizing the
delivery and passing over of such property to such non-
resident guardian, and also requiring receipts to be pass-
ed and filed, it deemed advisable; Provided, That in ali
cases, thirty days’ notice shall be given to the resident
guardian, executor or adwinistrator of the intended ap-

lication for the order of removal, and the court may re-
Ject the application, and refuse such order whenever it is
saticfied it is for the interest of the ward that such remo-
val shall not take place.
