Each of said coupons, when so received and
cancelled.  redeemed, shall be cancelled and defaced by said treasu-
rer, and the number and description thereof shall be pre-
served by him, in a book to be kept for that purpose.

or unless the mortgage, or a copy thereof, be filed in the
office of the town clerk where the mortgagor resides; and
also the said mortgage, or a cop thereog, be filed in the
* office of the clerk of the city of Oshkosh, in the ecounty
of Winnebago ; and in case the mortgagor does not re-
side in the State, then the same need be filed in the office
of the clerk of the city of Oshkosh only, to make the
same valid.
