plank snd shall apply to plank, gravel, and turnpike roads construc-
et i ted by companies incorporated by special acts of the Le-
" gislature, and shall have the same effect, when applied to
such roads, as in the case of roads constructed by com-
panies incorporated under chapter sixty-nine, of the Re-
vised Statutes.
Skc. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.

AN ACT to 'provido for the ex,c:m;:ition of ipsurance money on home-
steads.

The Pe?le of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
Nenate and Assembly, do enact as follows :

Insurance SecrioN 1. The owner of a homestead under the laws

Bomeyongy Of this State, may insure the same from loss by fire, and

exempted in 10 case of the burning of such homestead, no insurance

case of fire. company, or the agent of any insurance company, shall
be liable to have any sum which may be due the owner
of such homestead, from such insurance company, by
reagon of such burning, as aforesaid, attached in the
hands of such insurance company, or agent, from whom
the same may be due, by any garnishee process, or other
process whatever. And all moneys arising from any
such insurance policy, shall be exempt from the payment
of the debts of the party insured.
