Certain high- 	SECTION. 1. Section 74 of chapter 19 of the revised ways may be less 
than four rods statutes, entitled "Of highways and bridges," is hereby 
wide. amended by adding thereto the following : "Provided, 

however, that whenever a village plat shall have been 
laid out and recorded, the supervisors may, for the pur-
pose of connecting two or more streets in such village, 
lay out such highway of a less width than four rods; 
and said supervisors may adopt as a highway or part of 
a highway, such street or streets in such village as the 
public good may require." 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
