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Jaws of 1860, the supervisors of the town, the mayor 
of the city, or the trustees of the village in which the 
road or the parts thereof needing repair may be situat-
ed, and have been repaired, are hereby authorized to 
demand, collect and receive tolls for passage over such 
length or section of road from gate to gate, any por-
tion of which section may have been repaired, as pro-
vided by law, until such town, city or village shall have 
been repaid the costs of the repairs, with interest at 
the rate of seven per centum per annum, by such per-
son or corporation as may be authorized to make such 
payment. 

SECTION 4. The tolls which the supervisors of any now to be ap-
town, the mayor of any city, or the trustees of any vil- 
lage may have received or collected, shall be paid into 
the treasury of such town, city or village, and be ap-
plicable to the repairs of highways and bridges. 

SECTION 5. It shall be the duty of the supervisors Itncod.tci rbee,ker 
of any such town, the mayor of any such city, or the g 	• 
trustees of any such village, to keep the road upon 	• 
which such repairs have been made by such supervi-
sors, mayor or trustees, in good and sufficient repair du- 
ring the period of collection of tolls for the uses of any 
such town, city or village ; and should the necessary 
costs of such repairs exceed the sum so collected, then 
such excess shall be added to and included in th3 state-
ment of amounts expended, and to be repaid to such 
town, city or village. 

SECTION 6. Chapter 36i of the , 	 laws of Repeal. 
1860, and all acts or parts of acts contravening the 
provisions of this act, are hereby repealed. 

SECTION 7. This act shall take effect from and af-
ter its passage.

CHAPTER 153.

AN ACT to authorize John Ehlers to build and maintain a dam 
across the Milwaukee river, in Milwaukee county. 

The people of thg state of Wisconsin. represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. John Ehlers, his successors, heirs and May err damp-

assigns, are hereby authorized to build and maintain a au 
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dam across the Milwa ukee river, on the south-west 
quarter of section one, in township number eight, north 
of range number twenty-one, east of the fourth princi-
pal meridian, in the town of Granville, in the county 
of Milwaukee; and also to erect mills and machinery 
thereon, and in any manner to use the water for hy-
draulic purposes. 

SECTION 2. That if any lands shall be overflowed 
by reason of the erection and maintenance of the said 
dam, belonging to any person or persons other than the 
said John Ehlers, his successors, heirs or assigns, un-
less the owners of such land shall consent thereto, the 
said John Ehlers, his successors, heirs and assigns 
shall be liable for and shall pay such damages therefor 
as shall be just and reasonable to the party or parties 
aggrieved. 

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.

CHAPTER 154. 

[Published April 13, 1863.] 

AN ACT to authorize the governor to furnish tourniquets for the 
use of volunteers. 

'Tourniquets to 
•colnoteers. 

The people of the state of -Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do mad as follows : 

SECTION 1. The governor of this state is hereby 
authorized to procure for and furnish to the Wisconsin 
volunteers, now in the United States service, or which 
may hereafter be called into the United States service, 
such number of tourniquets as he may deem proper, not 
to exceed one hundred in number for each regiment of 
infantry, and in like proportion to the sexeral regi-
ments of cavalry, batteries of artillery, and indepen-
dent companies ; to be paid for by the treasurer, upon 
the warrant of the governor, out of any funds in the 
treasury belonging to the war fund, not otherwise ap-
propriated.
