office ;hall have the care and superintendence of all the 
bridges within the corporate limits of the village of 
Two Rivers, in said town, the same as if said village 
was not incorporated ; and it shall be their duty to 
cause the bridges which now are or hereafter may be 
erected in said village, over streams intersecting high 
ways, to be kept in repair. 

SECTION 2. The said village of Two Rivers shall be t iudingote. of 
taken and deemed to be a part of the town of Two gel* 
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Rivers for the purpose of building, repairing and 
maintaining bridges in said town and village ; and all 
taxes voted for repairing, building or maintaining 
bridges as aforesaid, shall be collected in the same 
manner that other town taxes are collected. 

SECTION 8. This act shall take effect and be in 
force flora and after its passage.
