immediately after the commencement of the annual
session of the legislature in each year, to each member
of the house over which they respectively preside, who
is eatitled to receive the same, a certificate, counter-
signed by the chief clerk, showing that such member has
taken the prescribed official oath, and also showing the
number of miles traveled by such member in reaching
the place of the meeting of the legislature, and upon
presentation of such certificate to the secretary of state,
