The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows :

Amonded. SectioN 1. Section 7 of chapter 167 of the general
laws of 1864, is hereby amended by adding to said sec-
tion as follows: And any person with whose logs or
timber in any ‘waters of this state such prize logs or
timber shall become 80 intermixed that they cannot be
conveniently separated for the purpose of being floated
to the market or place of manufacture, may drive all
such logs or timber with which his own may be inter-
mixed, toward such market or place, when no special
and different provision is made by law for driving the
same, and shall be entitled to reasonable compensation

- from the owner for driving such logs, lumber, . timber
or other material, to be recovered after demand there-
