CHAPTER 40.
[Published March 11, 1870.]

AN ACT to exempt dissbled soldiers from the. payinent of poll taxes
and from the payment of hawkers and peddlers’ license fees.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows: *

SecrioN 1. All disabled soldiers who served in the
late war are hereby exempted from the payment gf all
poll taxes, and from the payment of aﬁ hawkers and
})eddlers license fees which are now imposed by any
aw of this state.

SgcrioN 2, This act ghall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publicatien.
