AN AOT to provide for the representation of cities and incorparat-
‘ed villages in county board of supervisors.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represenled tn senale
and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecrioN 1. | Every ward or part of a ward of any
city in this state, amf every incorporated village or part
of an incorporated village in this state shall be repre-
gented in the board of supervisors of the county in
which such wagd or part of a ward of any city or in-
corporated village, or parts of an incorporated village
is situated, by one supervisor.

SecrioN 2. ,Such supervisors shall be elected an-
ually by the electors of the wards, parts of wards, vil-
la(gies or parts of villages respectively, to be represen-
ted by them, at the same time and in the same manner
as city and village officers are elected : provided, that
the office of supervigor shall not be incompatible with
tkat of a member of the common council of any city
or the board of trustees of any incorporated village.

SecrioN 8. This act 8o far as it applies to cities
and incorporated villages shall be regarded and treated
