The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SzorioN 1. From and after the 18th day of Feb-
ruary, A. D. 1871, the general terms of the circuit 
court in and for the eleventh judicial circuit shall be 
held at the times hereinafter mentioned, to wit : in the 
county of Polk, on the second Monday of March and
