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town treasurer out of the moneys collected for that 
purpose as provided in this act. 

SECTION 13. Whenever it shall be found by actual inforst=to 
trial, or by the fimling of a jury summoned under the comp:ate work. 
provisions of this act, that the amount originally esti- 
mated. by the supervisors is snot sufficient to complete 
the work required in making or constructing any ditch, 
drain or water course laid out and established by them 
or by their predecessors in office under the provisions of 
this act, the said supervisors shall proceed to assess 
upon the lands directly benefited, such additional 
amount as may be absolutely necessary to complete 
such work, which assessment shall be made and certifi-
cate filed and recorded and the amount collected in the 
same manner and fori as is provided in this act for the 
assessment and collection of the original sum. 

SserloN 14. All acts arid parts of acts conflicting 
with the provisions of this act; are hereby repealed. 

SECTION 15. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 65.

AN ACT to amend section two of chapter 39 of the private and 
local laws of 1868, entitled "an act to change the time of hold 
lug the circuit court in the tenth judicial circuit,"approved Feb-
ruary 28, 1868. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. There shall be a regular term of the circuit Regular term to 
court held in Outagamie county on the first Monday be "Id" 

of June, 1871. A grand and petit jury shall be sum-
moned for said term, in the manner provided by law. 

SECTION 2. The provisions of chapter 26 of the 
general laws of 1871 shall not take effect in Ontagamie 
county until the first day of August, 1871. 

SEcriorr 3. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
