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CHAPTER 152.

AN ACT to amend section twenty-four of chapter one hundred 
and thirty of the general laws of 1888, entitled an act to pro-
vide for the assessment of property for taxation, and the levy 
of taxes thereon. 

The people Qf the state of Wisconsin, rpresented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

Szonort 1. Section twenty-four of chapter one 
hundred and thirty of the general laws of 1888, en-
titled an act to provide for the assessment of property 
for taxation, and the levy of taxes thereon, is hereby 
amended by striking out the words, "chairman of the,'" 
where the same occur in the fleet line of said section, 
so that said seotion twenty-four, as amended, will read 
as follows: Section 24. The board of supervisors, ()leek 
and assessors of each town, the mayor, clerk and as-
sessors of each city, and the president, clerk and asses-
sors of each incorporated village shall constitute a 
board of review for such town, city or village. The 
board of review shall meet annually, on the last Mon-
day in June, at the town, city or village clerk's office. 
A majority shall constitute a quorum. Notice of the 
time and place of such meeting shall be posted up by 
such clerks in at least three public places in each 
town, village or city, or ward thereof, at least four 
days prior to such meeting. The town, city or village 
clerk on said board of review shall be clerk thereof, 
and shall keep an accurate record of all its proceed-
ing& The board may adjourn from day to day, until 
its business is completed, and shall receive the same 
compensation as is allowed by law to assessors. 

Serereorr 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after the passage and publication thereof.
