laid out in the same manner as moneys for the same

aid out.

AN ACT to amend section 65 of chapter 18 of the Revised Statutes,
entitled * Of the asseesment and collection of taxes.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin represented in Sen-
ate and Assembly, do enact.as follows:

Amended. Sectron 1. Section 65 of chapter 18 of the Re-
vised Statutes, entitled *“ Of the assessment and col-
lection of taxes,” is hereby amended by striking out
the word ‘“thirty” in the fifth line of said section,
and inserting in lieu thereof the word ¢forty-five,”
80 that said section when so amended, shall read as
follows: Section 65. The board of supervisors of any
town and the common council of any city shall have
power, aud they are hereby authorized to extend the

wExtonsion of time for the collection of taxes in such town or city

taxea. ¢ for such period of time, not exceeding forty-five days,
as the said board of supervisors or the said common
council may deem necessary.
