" The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. There ie hercby appropriated out of
any money in the treasury belonging to the general
fund, a sum sufficient to carry out the purposes of
joint resolutions numbers eleven (11) and seventeen
(17), for the purchase of additional copies of the legis-
lative manua{ for 1876.

Section 2. This act shall be in force and take effect
from and after its passage and publication.
