WHEREAS, said county is desirous of exchanging said 
bonds, so issued as aforesaid, for other bonds of a sim-
ilar amount, but varying in the mode and manner of 
payment; therefore 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. The county of Brown is hereby author-
ized and empowered to exchange said bonds above re-
ferred to, to-wit: the one hundred and fifty thousand 
dollars issued as aforesaid to said Green Bay and Lake 
Pepin Railroad Company, and the one hundred thou-
sand dollars issued to the Milwaukee and Northern 
Railroad Company, for other bonds of a similar amount, 
bearing a rate of annual interest not exceeding eight 
per cent., all payable within a period of time not ex-
ceeding twenty years from the date of issue of said 
loads, in such sums, such proportions, and such man-
ner, as may be agreed upon by and between the 
holders of said bonds and the said county of Brown. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 130. 

AN ACT to authorize the appointment of a phonopraphie re. 
porter for the circuit court of Calumet county. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows : 
SECTION 1. It shall be lawful for the judge of the 

circuit court for the fourth judicial circuit of this state, 
to appoint a phonographic reporter for the circuit court 
in and for the county of Calumet 

SECTION 2. Said reporter shall be a sworn officer of 
said court, and shall be skilled in the art of short band 
reporting, and he shall attend upon each term of said 
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court when requested by the judge so to do, and 
shall discharge such duties as the court or judge thereof 
shall require. 

SECTION 3. The said reporter shall be allowed such comp•affattaa. 
daily compensation as shall be fixed by the court, not 
exceeding ten dollars per day, for each day's actual 
attendance upon said court when required by the judge 
thereof to attend, which shall Fe certified, audited and 
paid in like manner as is provided by law for the pay-
ment of the sheriff for attending upon the court : pro-
vided, but one such reporter shall be employed at the 
same time. 

SacrfoN 4. It shall be the duty of said reporter, Transcripts. 
upon the request of a party to any suit, or the attorney 
or attorneys of such party, the evidence in which suit 
shall have been taken by such reporter, to make 
and furnish transcripts of such evidence so taken by 
him, or any other proceedings had in such trial, to such 
party or his attorney, for which transcript so furnished, 
said reporter shall be entitled to charge and receive 
from the party requiring the same to be made, ten cents 
for each folio of one hundred words. In the trial of 
criminal cases the court may, in its discretion, order a 
transcript of the evidence and proceedings to be made, 
certified, audited and paid for in the same manner as 
the per diem compensation of such reporter, and in 
such cases the reporter's notes shall be written out in 
full and filed with the clerk of the court. 

SEarforr 5. The judge of said court may, in his Removig-

discretion, remove said reporter, and may fill such Pciwer  
vacancy caused by such removal, or any other cause. 

SEcrioN 6. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage.
