full authority 10 make such sale or sales, for cash or
upon credit, as they migh elect, and to take such pro-
missory note, bill, draft, chose in action, security or
evidence of debt.

SeEcTION 2. This act shall in no way discharge any Lisbiisty of
liability heretofore existing on the part of the agents afected. -
aforesaid to the state.

CHAPTER 17.

AN ACT to authorize the county of Jackson to borrow money.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTION 1. The commissioners of school and uni- Authority of
versity lands sre hereby authorized to loau a portion of of school and
the trust funds of this state, not exceeding twenty thou- jaiyeretty
sand dollars, to the county board of supervisors of the
county of Jackson, 1n this state, for the purpose of con-
structing a jail and court house, and the said board of
supervisors is hereby authorized to borrow a sum, not
exceeding twenty thousand dollars, of said commis-
sioners, and to issue to said commissioners certificates
of the indebtedness so contracted. Said indebteduness
shall bear interest at the rate of seven (7) per cent. per
annum, and said interest shall be paid anoually, to-
gether with not less than one-tenth of the principal
sum, after the first ten years, until the whole 1s paid.

SecrION 2. Each and every year hereafter, and un- paty of secre-
til the whole loan, principal and interest, shall be paid, tary of state.
the secretary of state shall, when he apportions the
state taxes among the several counties, add to the state
tax which would be properly chargeable to said county
of Jackson, the annual interest due the state on said
loan, and after the loan has existed ten years, shall also
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add ten per cent of the principal sum so loaned as
aforesaid, and the same shall be levied and collected
out of the taxable property of said county, and paid
over to the state in the same way as other s‘ate taxes
are collected and paid.

Secrion 8. At the time and in the manner pro-

of sapervitors.  yided for levying taxes for state and county purposes,
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the board of supervisors of said county of Jackson shall
aonually levy the amount of money required for the
payment of the anoual interest for the current year,
and after the Joan has rua ten years, and not less than
one-tenth of the principal sum loaned by the commis-
sioners of school and university lands to the county
board of supervisors of the county of Jackson in addi-
tion to the sum needed, for annual interest, as provided
for in the preceding sections of this act.

SECTION 4. And it is farther provided that the said
county of Jackson shall never, during the period which
said bonds shall remain unpaid, become indebted, or
contract debts for a greater amount, including debts al-
ready contracted, as well as that herein referred to, than
five per cent. of the average taxable property as the
same shall appear from the last two assessment rolls.

SecTioN 6. Before contracting any debt, and before
any of said funds shall be delivered to said county in
exchange for said certificate of indebtedness, the count
board of supervieors of said county of Jackson shall
file with the secretary of state an acceptance of the pro-
visions of this act, and of the terms and limitations
herein provided for.

SkecTION 8. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage. ’

AN ACT authorizing the board of supervisors of the village of
Elkhorn, in the county of Walworth, to sell a portion of their
cemetery grounds and to improve the remainder.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented tn senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

The board of supervisors of the village
of Elkhorn, in the county of Walworth, are bereby au-
thorized to sell and convey so much of the cemetery
