CHAPTER 184.

AN ACT to lay out and establish a state road from the villa,
of Necedah, in the county of Juneau, to the village of Tomah,
in Monroe county.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Commissioers SECTION 1. William F. Dawes and John H. Arm-
strong, of Juneau county, and J. T. Tracy, of Monroe
county, are hereby appointed commissioners to lay out
and establish a state road from the village of Necedah,
Juneau county, to the village of Tomah, in Monroe
county.

Survey. SectioN 2. The said commissioners shall make, or
cause to be made by some competent surveyor, a plain
and legible copy of the map and field notes of the sur-
vey of the said road as by them located, and file one
copy of the same with the town clerk of each town
through which the said rcad is by them located, and
one copy of the said map and field notes with the
