preceding sections of this act.

SectioN 4. And itis further provided, that the said
couaty of Burron shall never, during the period in
which said bonds shall remain unpaid, become indebted
ur contract debts for a greater amount, including debts
already contracted, as well as that herein referred to,
than five per cent. of the average taxable property as
the same shall appear from the last two assessment
rolls.

SecTiON 5. Before contracting any debt, and before ndebtedness
any of said funds shall be delivered to said county, in "™
exchange for said certificates of indebtedness, the
county board of supervisors of said county of Barron
shall file with the secretary of state an acceptance of
the provisions of this act, and of the terms and
limitations herein provided for.

SeetioN 6. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

and assessed in said city for that year, together with a
description of the territory included within the corpor-
ate limits of said city.
SEcTION 2. All acts and parts of acts conflicting
with section one of this act are hereby repealed.
