CHAPTER 138.

AN ACT for the protection of the valleys of Neenah creek and
Fox river from overflow.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assemlly, do enact as follows :

urpose of protecting the lands
in the valleys of Neenaﬁ creek and Fox river from
inundation and overflow by the waters of the Wiscon-
gin river, and for reclaiming the lands so subject to
overflow, the governor is hereby authorized to appoint
a commission of three persons, one of whom anall be
a practical civil engineer, whose duty it shall te to
grovide for the erection of a levee of sufficient widtb,

eight and berme to prevent the Wisconsin river from
cverflowing its banks on the northerly side ot said
river, in the town of Lewiston, and discharging its sar-
plus waters into said Neenah creek and Fox river via
what is known as Big Slough, 2 tributary to Neenah
ereek, in Columbia county Wisconsin.

SecrioN 2. To defray the expensesof erecting said
levee, there is hereby appropriated, out of the drainage
fund, to the commissioners named in section one of
this act, the sum of six thousand dollars, or so much
thereof as may be necessary, which sum is hereby
authorized to be drawn from the treasury when they
shall have filed a report with the governor, showing in
what maoner such levee has been constructed, and &
detailed statement of the expenses incurred in con-
structing it, which report and bill of expenses shall be
approved by the governor; provided, however, that
said report shall be accompanied by a resolution of the
town board of supervisors of Lewiston in said Colum-
bia county, agreeing to maintain said levee at the same
height, and in as good condition as it was when it was
completed by the commissioters provided for by this
act, for the period of twenty-five years.

SecrioN 8. The work of constructing said levee
shall be let by contract to the lowest and best bidder,
and no bids shall be accepted or entertained which
exceeds the amount appropriated by this act, unless
the town board of supervisors of Lewiston, or other
proper authority or responsible persons shall legally
obligate itself or themselves to the satisfaction of the
governor to pay all expenses incurred in erecting said
levee in excess of the amount appropriated by this act;
and no obligation on the part of the state to p?{y any
greater sum than the amount of six thousand dollars
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hereby appropriated for building said levee including
the expenses paid to the commissioners and engineer,
shall be created or incurred.

SecTioN 4. The commissioners and constituted Shsllbave free
autborities of the town of Lewiston, provided for by :
this act, are hereby authorized to enter upon and pass
over any inclosure or lands, together with all needful
aid, for the purpose of locating, counstructing, repair-
ing and maintainicg said levee.

SecrioN 5. For the purpose of acquiring title to Eminent do-
aoy real estate that may be necessary for the construc-
tion of the levee hereby provided for, the provisions
of chapter 87 of the revised statutes of Wisconsin, re-
lating to acquiring land by right of eminent domain,
are hereby declared applicable to and a part of this
act. .

SecTION 8. The commissioners appointed under Compensation.
this act shall not be entitled to more than five dollars
per day while discharging any duty under this act, nor
pay for more than twelve days each while so engaged :
provided, however, that they may sppoint one of their
number superintendent of construction, who shall be
entitled to such compensation as the other commission-
ers may determine to be reasonable and just, and shall
be approved by the governor.

SecrioN 7. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
