standing and unpaid.

CHAPTER 153.

AN ACT to amend sections 99, 113 and 114, and to repeal sec.
tions 115 and 118 of chapter ten of the revised statutes, entitled
“of the legislature.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate

and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecTION 1. Section 99 of chapter 10 of the re-
vised statutes of 1878, as amended by chapter L of the
laws of 1879, is hereby amended so as to read as fol-
lows: Section 99. The regular session of the legisls-
ture shall commence at 12 o'clock M. on the second
Wedcesday of January of the year 1883, and bien-
nially thereafter upon the same day and month.

SEcTION 2. Section 118 of the said chapter 10is
hereby amended so as to read as follows: Section 113.
The superintendent of public property shall furnish at
the opening of every session of the legislatare station-
ery as fullows: To the lieutenant governor such quan-
tity as shall be necessary to the discharge of his duties,
not exceeding thirty dollars in value. Also sufficient
stationery for the proper transaction of the business of
the senate and assembly, to be delivered to the chief
clerks upon their written request, specifying the quan
tity and kind of stationery required, and the depart:
ment and purpore for which the same is drawn.

SECTION 8. Sections 115 and 116 of chapter 10 of
the revised statutes are hereby repealed. )

SEcTION 4. This act shall take effect and bein
sorce from and after its passage and publication.
