AN ACT relating to deceptive advertisements by companies,
associations and corporations transacting the business of fire
insurance in this state, and amendatory of subdivision C of
section 1946 of chapter 89 of tue revised statutes of 1878, enti.
tled * of insurance corporations.”

The people of the state of Whisconsin, represented in senats
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SkcrioN 1. Subdivision C of section 1946 of chap-
ter 89 of the revised statutes of 1878, is hereby
amended 80 as toread as follows: Section 1946, C. It
shall be unlawful for any company, association or cor-
poration transacting the business of fire insurance in
this state, to publish or cause to be pablished or per-
mit to be published by any of its agents or with the

The distribation of any cards or
other documents by any agent of any such company,
association or corporation, containing such deceptive
representations as to the nature or class of risks written
by such company, association or corporation, vr the
existence of any sign exposed to public view containing
such deceptive representations as to the nature or class
of risks written by such company, association or corpo-
ration belonging to any such company, association or
corporation, or any agent thereof, or the exi-tence of
any advertisement or card or statement containing any
such deceptive representations as to the nature or class
of risks written by said company, association or corpor-
ation iu any newspaper published in any town, village
or city in which said compiny, association or corpora-
tion has an sgent transacting business or soliciling
inenrance, shall be prima facie evidence of the violation
of this section by said company, association or corpora-
tion.

said commissioner of insurance. W henever there shall
be filed with said commissioner of insurance, an affi-
davit containing a statement of facts coonstituting
prima facie evideoce of the violation of this sectivn by
any such company, association or corporation, said
commissioner of insurance shall immediately notify
such company, association or corporation, of the filing
of such affidavit, and shall require such company, as-
sociation or corporation to show cause before said com-
missioner of insurance, within thirty days from sach
notification, why its lizente shcald not be revoked; and
if such company, association or corporation shall fail
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within the time specifed to establish to the satisfaction
ot said commissioner of insurance thatit bas not viola-
ted this section in the manner alleged in such affidavit,
said commissioner of insurance shall immediately re-
voke the license of said company, association or cor-
poration, and the licenses of all its agents for the
transaction of the business of fire insurance within this
state.

AN ACT to regulate the practice or'pharmacy. the licensing of
persons to carry on such practice, and the sale of poisons in
the state of Wisconsin.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrroN 1. That it shall hereafter be unlawful for
any person, other than a registered ) harmacist, to re-
tail, compnund or dispense drugs, meucines or poizons,
or to institute or conduct any pharmacy, store or shop
for rewailing, compounding or dispensing drugs, medi-
cines or powrons, unless such person shall be a regis-
tered pharmacist, or shall employ and place in charge
of said pharmacy, store or shop a registered pharma-
cist, within the full meaning of this act, except as here-
ioafter provided.

SEcrioN 2. In order to be registered within the full
mesning of this act, all persons must be either grad-
uates 10 pharmacy, or shall at the time this act takes
effect be engaged in the buginess of a dispensing phar-
macist on their own account, in the state of Wiscousin,
in the preparation of physicians’ preseriptions, and in
the vendirg and compounding of drugs, medicines and
poisons, or shall be licentiates in pharmacy.

SkcTioN 3. Graduates in pharmacy shall be con-
