CHAPTER 237. 
AN ACT to authorize the superintendent of public property 

to furnish stationery and stamps to emplo)es of the Rasta 
and assembly, and to appropriate money therefor. 

The people of ihe state of Wisconsin, represented in mats 
and assembly, do enact as follows : 
SECTION 1. The superintendent of public property 

is hereby required to furnish those regtuar emplo)es 
employed during the entire session of the senate and 
assembly for the year 1882, except messengers who 
have been regularly employed under authority of law 
under the clerk and sergeant at arms thereof and to the 
committee clerks of the senate and assembly, stationery 
to the amount of three dollars each, and pustage stamps 
to the amount of two dollars each, and the chief cletk 
and sergeant.at-arms of the senate and tosser:My shall 
each certify to the superintendent of public prope , ty a 
true list of the names of such employes in their respect-
ive departments. 

SEcnoN 2. There is hereby appropriated to the 
superintendent of public vroperty, out of any money 
in the state treasury not otherwise appropriated, a sum 
sufficient to meet the requirements of the preceding 
section.
