AN ACT relating to the alteration of the boundaries of joint
school districts, and to aunthorize appeals in certain cases.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1.  Whenever an application in writing for Autbcrize sp-
peals In ceriain

an alteration in the boundaries of any jint school dis-
trict, signed by not less than one-third of the lawful
voters residing in the districts to be effected by the
proposed alteration, shall be presented to the chairman
of supervisors of the town in which the s:hool house of
sach joint district may be situated, such chairman shall
thereupon fix a time for the joint meeting of the town
boards of the towns in which such joint school district
may be situated, which time shall not be less than ten
nor more than twenty days after the day of the presenta-
tion to him of such application. He shall also cause 8
notice of the time and place of such meeting to be
given to each supervisor entitled to be present thereat,
which notice shall be served uat least five days prior to
the date fixed for such meeting. Such meeting shall
be held at the school house in such jointdistrict unless
some other convenient place shall be designated in the
notice therefor.

SectiON 2. If the chairman or saupervisors to whom
sach application shall be presented, shall neglect or re-
fase to tix the time, or to give notice for the meeting of
the town boards as provided in the first section of this
act, or if the said supervisors or a majority thereof of
any town in which a part of said joint district may be
situated, shall neglect or refuse to be present st such
meeting ; or, being present, shall neglect or refuse to
hear and decide upon such application, the application
shall be deemed denied, and an appeal may be had
therefrom in the same manner and with the lke effect
as in other cases of denial.

CHAPTER 281

AN ACT to provide for the exemption of insurance associations
for benevolent and charitable purposes from the operation of
the gencral laws relating to life insurance companies.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate

and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. All companies, societies, orders and as-
sociations, incorporated or organized under the laws of
this state, and having their ceotral office or bead-
quarters within the state of Wisconsin, which are npt
stock companies and which issue life or accident
golicies, or contracts of insurance, solely to their mem-

ers, and not for profit, but at the actual expense there-
of, as a mutual, benevolent or charitable undertaking,
and raise the funds for such insurance by a fixed as-
gessment on each member when they are actually
needed to fulfil the policies, may make application at
any time to the commissioner of insurance to be ex-
empted from the operation of the genera! laws of the
state for the time being relating to lite or accident insur-
ance companies; and thereupon the commissioner of in-
surance may, in his discretion, issue a certificate or license
to such compauy, society, order or association so ap-
plying, stating that it has been found to be an associa-
tion of the kind or nature mentioned in this act, and
that the commissioner, by virtue of his discretionary
pewer under this act, bas decided it to be properly en-
titled to the benefit of this act, and that until he shall
revoke such liceuse such company, society, order or as-
snciation shall be exempted from the operation of the
general laws for the time being relating to life and ac-
cident insurance companies; and thereupon, until sach
license or certificate is revoked, such association shall
be deemed nut to be a life or accident insurance com-
pany within the meaning of said general laws, and
shall be exempt from the operation of their provisions
Such certificate of license shall be revckable at any
