CHAPTER 300.

AN ACT to authorize the county of Adams to grant certain
la.n:iis and other property to aid in the construction of rail-
roads.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as fbllows.:
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SecTioN 1. The county of Adams by its board of Construct.

supervisors, is hereby authorized 1o subscribe to the
capital stock and to aid in the building and construc-
tion of any railroad running into or through eaid coun-
ty, and for tbat purpose may sell, grant and convey to
theindividual, company or corporation building and
coostructing, or that shall build and construct such
railroad, any or all of the lands and tax certificates owned
by said county, upon such terms; conditions and cove-
nants, as shall be agreed to by said supervisors. The
authority and powers hereby granted to said board of
supervisors may be exercised at any regular meeting
or at any special meeting of said board duly called for
that purpose. Nothing contained in this section shall
be beld to affect or abridge any authority conferred by
-any other law of this state upon said county, to aid in
the construction of railroads. :
SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 301.

AN ACT relating to the Wisconsin National Guard, and
amendatory of section 635 of revised statutes,

The people of the state of Wrisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SEecCTION 1. Section 635 of revised statutes, as wisconetn Na-

amended by section 5 of chapter 185 of laws of
1880, is hereby amended so as to read as follows:
Section 635. Each company or battery, not exceed-
ing thirty-five in all, which shall upon such inspection
be found to be organized ; to possess at least the mini-
mum number of members; to be well uniformed; to
be equipped with the necessary arms and accoutre-
ments for its members ; to have a suitable armory ; to
bave its arme, accoutrements and stores in good condi-
tion, and to have assembled for inspection as provided
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
