SectioN 1. E. J. Homme, or his assigns, are Authorized to
construct a

hereby authorized to construct and maintain a dam acroes
dam across the Embarrass river, on lands owned Embarras
by said E. J. Homme, in the county of Shawano,
described as the north half of the northwest quarter
of section ten, township number twenty-seven,
range eleven east; said dam to be constructed for
hydraulic and manufacturing purposes, and for
the purpose of facilitating the driving of logs and
timber down said stream; said dam may be built
to a sufficient hight to raise a head of water not
to exceed fourteen feet above low water mark:
provided, that said dam shall not interfere with
the rights of any person heretofore acquired. The

AN ACT to authorize John H. Knapp, Henry L.
Stout, Andrew Tainter, William Wilson,
Thomas B. Wilson and John H. Douglas, their
assigns or legal representatives, to construct
and maintain a dam across Little Bear Creek,
in Barron county, Wisconsin.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN i. John H. Knapp., Henry L. Stout,
Andrew Tainter, William Wilson, Thomas B.
Wilson and Johu H. Douglas, their assigns or
legal representatives, are hereby authorized and
empowered to construct and maintain a dam in
and across Little Bear Creek, a tributary of the
Red Cedar River, on lands owned by the Knapp,
Stout & Co. Company, to wit: The southwest
quarter of the northwest quarter of section twen-

ty-three, town thirty-six, range twelve west, Bar-

ron county, Wisconsin; provided, that the rights
and interests of the owners of lands adjacent
