prescribed by law for offenses of that nature.

SECTION 7. If the conditions contained in this
act are fully kept and performed, this act shall
continuein full force and operation for the period
of twenty years after the passage hereoft, and
no longer, unless sooner repealed.

or within five days after parturition, shall upon
conviction, forfeit the milk so delivered and pay a

sum not less than twenty-five dollars nor more

than one hundred dollars for each offense, to be

sued for in any court of competent jurisdiction,
one-fourth of said forfeitures to be paid into the

county treasury of the county, as other forfeit-

ures are paid, in which the suit was prosecuted,

and the remainder to the person or persons, firm,
