CHAPTER 316.

AN ACT to amend chapter 171, of the laws of
1883, entitled, * an act relating to the organiza-
tion of corporations for the establishment and
maintenance of hospitals, asylums or institu-
tions for the care, treatment or relief of insane
or feeble minded persons, and amendatory of
chapter 36, of the revised statutes, entitled, ** of
the organization of corporations.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
tn senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SeEctioN 1. Subdivision 9, of section 1, of ckap-
ter 171, of the laws of 1883, is hereby amended by
striking out of the said subdivision all after the
word, “institution ” in the eleventh line thereof,
and inserting in lieu thereof the following words:
“Every corporation formed under this chapter for
the establishment and maintenance of any hos-
pital, asylum or institution for the care, treat-
ment or relief of insane or feeble minded persons,
that shall receive into such hospital, asylum or
institution for care, treatment or relief, patients
whose residences are outside of this state, shall
execute and deliver to the state of Wisconsin, and
file in the office of the secretary of state, a bond
in such sum and with such surety or sureties as
the governor of this state shall approve, condi-
tioned to indemnify the state of Wisconsin, and
every city, village, county and town therein,
against loss in case any such patient shall become
a pauper in this state. When any patient whose
residence is outside of this state shall have been
discharged by such hospital, asylum or institu-
tion, and shall have ceased to be an inmate thereof
and shall have gone out of the state, all liability
of said corporation upon its bond on account of
such patient shall thereupon cease,” so that said
subdivision ghall read as follows: Every corpora-
tion formed for the establishment and mainten-
ance of any hospital, asylum or institution under
this act, shall, on or before the first day of Octo-
ber, in each year, make a report to said state
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board of supervision for the preceding year, which
report shall be in form and substance as required
by said state board of supervision, and shall be
verified by the president of such corporation, or
the superintendent or other officer having charge
of such hospital, asylum or institution. Every
corporation formed under this chapter for the
establishment and maintenance of any hospital,
asylum or institution for the care, treatment or re-
lief of insane or feeble minded persons, that shall
receive into such hospital, asylum or institution
for care, treatment or relief, patients whose places
of residence are outside of this state, shall execute
and deliver to the state of Wisconsin, and filein the
office of the secretary of state, a bond, in such sum,
with such surety or sureties, as the governor of
this state shall approve, conditioned to indemnify
the state of Wisconsin and every city, village,
county and town therein, against any loss in case
any such patient shall become a pauper in this
state. When any patient whose residence is out-
side of this state shall have been discharged from
such hospital, asylum or institution and shall have
ceased to be an inmate thereof, and shall have
gone out of this state, all liability of such corpora-
tion upon its bond on account of such patient
shall thereupon cease.

SeEctioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 317.

AN ACT relating to voluntary assignments, and
amendatory of section 1697, of chapter 80, of
the revised statutes.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTION 1. Section 1697, of chapter 80, of the
revised statutés, is hereby amended so as to read
