CHAPTER 54. 
AN ACT to amend chapter 184, of the laws of 

1874, entitled, "an act to revise, consolidate and 
amend the charter of the city of Milwaukee 
and the several acts amendatory thereof." 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

section, to-wit: Section 22. It shall be lawful for 
the board of public works of the city of Milwau-
kee, subject to the approval of the common coun-
cil of said city, to issue a permit to the county of 
Milwaukee, national home for disabled soldiers, or 
any other party, to obtain water from the water-
works in the said city for use outside of the limits 
of said city; and for that purpose to connect any 
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pipe that shall be laid outside of the city limits 
with any water pipe in said city; provided, how-
ever, that no such permit shall be issued until the 
party making application therefor shall first file 
with the board of public works a bond in such 
sum and with such surety as the said board shall 
approve, conditioned that the said party will obey 
all rules and regulations that may 'from time to 
time be prescribed by the board of public works 
for the use of such water, that he will pay all 
charges fixed by said board for the use of such 
water as measured by a meter to be approved by 
said board, which charges shall not be less than 
one-quarter more than that charged to the inhab-
itants of the city for like use of water; and fur-
ther, that he will pay the city of Milwaukee all 
damages whatever that it may sustain, arising in 
any way out of the manner in which such con-
nection is made or water supplied is used. In case 
of granting a permit to the county of Milwaukee 
or to the national home for disabled soldiers, the 
board of public works may waive the giving of 
such a bond. Every such permit shall be issued 
upon the understanding that the city of Milwau-
kee shall in no event ever be liable for any dam-
age in case of failure to supply water; and it 
shall be lawful for the said board of public works, 
at any time to cancel such permit, to cut off the 
supply of water and break such connection when 
in their judgment the interests of the city shall 
require; and in case the party to whom such per-
mit shall have been granted, shall refuse or neg-
lect to obey the rules and regulations prescribed - 
by said board for the use of such water, or in case 
the common council of the said city shall so direct, 
it shall be the duty of the said board to do so. 

SECTION 2. This act shall and be in force from 
and after its -passage and publication.
