CHAPTER 384.

AN ACT to amend chapter 188, of the general
laws of Wisconsin for the year 1889, entitled
“An act to amend chapter 119, of the laws of
Wisconsin for the year 1887,” entitled, “An act
to incorporate the city of Marinette.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTiON [. Section 3, of chapter 7, of chapter
183, of the general laws of Wisconsin for the
year 1889, entitled, “An act to amend chapter 119,
of the laws of Wisconsin for the year 1887, en-
titled, “Aun act to incorporate the city of Mari-
nette,” is hereby amended so as to read as fol-
lows: Section 3. The cost and expense of sur-
veying streets, alleys, sidewalks and sewers, and
of estimating work thereon, and of constructin
and repairing public wells and reservoirs, and o
opening, graveling, grading, macadamizing, plank-
ing, paving and curbing streets and alleys, shall
be chargeable to and payable out of the general
fund of the city. Whenever the city gravels,
macadamizes. planks, paves or curbs any street
or alley, excepting street crossings, each lot or
part of a lot abutting on such street or alley, shall
be charged with one-fourth the cost thereof of
such street or alley lying between such lot or
part of loi, and the opposite side of such street or
alley. The mayor, street cotnmissioner and city
clerk shall constitute a board to compute the
amount chargeable to each lot or part of a loi,
under the provisions of this section. They shall,
on or before the first Monday in each year, make
