CHAPTER 130.

AN ACT to amend chapter 330, of the laws of
1889, relating to maintenance and care of
chronic insane.

The peoplc of the stute of Wisconsin, represented in
scnate and assembly, do enact as followcs:

SECTION 1. Section 3, of chapter 330, of the
laws of 1889, entitled, “An act relating to the
maintenance and care of the chronic insane in
counties having a population of more than one
hundred thousand, and an asylum therefor;” is
hereby amended so as to read as follows: “Sec-
tion 3. Such trustees shall receive no com-
pensation.”

SECTION 2. All acts and parts of acts in con-
flict with this act are hereby repealed. '

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect and
be in force from and after its passage and pub-
lication.

Home,

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SE‘TION 1. Section 1, chapter 513, laws of
1887, as amended by chapter 265, laws of 1889,



LAWS OF WISCONSIN—Ch. 131.

is hereby amended by striking out the words '1.00per week

“quarterly” and “quarter,” where they appear ity ot

in said section, and in lieu thereof, insert the
words “monthly” and “month,” so that said
section when amended shall read as follows:
Section 1. Whenever the Wisconsin Veterans’
Home, an institution duly incorporated, pur-
suant to the laws of this state, under the
auspices of the department of Wisconsin Grand
Army of the Republie, for the purpose of found-
ing and maintaining a home for destitute hon-
orably discharged union soldiers, sailors and
marines of the late civil war, and the destitute
wives and widows who may be residents of
this state, shall have been established and put
in operation, and such fact shall have been cer-
tified by the department commander of the de-
partment of Wisconsin Grand Army of the Re-
public to the governor of this state the sum of
three dollurs a week for each inmate of such
home shall be paid by the state treasurer to
the treasurer of the board of trustees of such
home monthly, upon bills properly certified un-
der oath, by the president and secretary of such
board of trustees, stating the name of the in-
mates for whose maintenance therein compen-
sation shall be claimed and the length of time
during the month each of such persons shall
have been maintained therein; provided, that
no money shall be paid from the state treasury
for the maintenance of any inmate in said Wis-
consin Veterans’' llome except destitute union
soldiers, sailors and marines who have been
honorably discharged, who are residents of the
state of Wisconsin and who cannot be received
into any national home for disabled volunteers,
or such destitute women, residents of the state
of Wisconsin as are the wives or widows of
men who were union soldiers, sailors and
marines during the time of the civil war,

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and
be in force from and after its passage and
publication.
