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CHAPTER 395. 

AN ACT to make available balances in the tailor shop and 
knitting shop funds of Wisconsin State Prison, to be used 
in extending rear prison walls and enlarging and reconstruct-
ing female prison at the Wisconsin State Prison. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly do enact as follows: 

Appropriation: $2 0, 0 0 0. SECTION 1. The state board of 
control is hereby authorized to use balances now available in 
the knitting shop and tailor shop funds of the Wisconsin state 
prison, viz: thirty-five hundred dollars ($3,500) in tailor shop 
fund and sixteen thousand five hundred dollars ($16,500) in 
knitting shop fund, in extending the rear prison walls and en-
larging and reconstructing the female prison of that institution, 
and said sums are hereby appropriated for this purpose. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.
