be honest and industrious; provided that some suitable employ-
ment or situation has been secured in advance for such inmate.

CHAPTER 162.

AN ACT to create sections 959—17a to 959—17; inclusive, of
the statutes, relating to the creation and organization of a
commission on the city plan in cities of the first, sccond and
third classes, and to the acquisition of lands by such cities for
certain public purposes.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SncrioN 1. There is added to the statutes ten new sections
to read: Section 959—17a. The common council of every city
of the first, second and third classes may, by ordinance, provide
for the creation of a commission on the city plan to consist of
seven members whose organization, power, duties and qualifica-

.tions shall be as set forth in sections 959—17b to 959—17j in-
clusive. '

Section 959—17b. Such commission shall consist of the
mayor, who shall be its presiding officer, the city engineer, the
president of the park board, one member of the common council
