CHAPTER 171.

AN ACT to amend section 477 of the statutes, relating to the
location of schoolhouse sites.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SeEcTioN 1. Section 477 of the statutes is amended to read:
Section 477. Whenever a school district shall have designated,
by a majority vote of the electors thereof present at an annual
meeting, or at a special meeting called for that purpose, a
schoolhouse site, or an addition thereto, and shall be unable
to obtain the same on account of the refusal of the owner to
sell or lease the same for a just and reasonable compensatiun,
or on account of his being a non-resident or unknown, the dis-
trict board, when directed so to do by a vote of the electors of
such district meeting, shall make application to the town board
of their town to locate and establish the site or any addition
thereto so designated; provided that cvery such schoolhouse
site or any schoolhouse site obtained by purchase or grant shall
be located and established abutting on a public highway on
street, and that no schoolkouse hercafter to be crected shall be
erected on any site unless such site abuts on a public highway
or street.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in forece from
and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 172

AN ACT to ereate section 4587m of the statutes, relating to
cruelty to children under sixteen years of age.

- Phe people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1. There is added to the statutes a new seetion to
read: Section 4587m. Every person who shall torture, tor-
ment, or cruelly maltreat any child under the age of sixteen
years, shall be punished by a fine of .not more than one hundred
do'lars and not less than ten dollars. or hy impriconment in the
county jail not more than six months, or by both fine and im-
prisonment. ’
