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county board may authorize. The counly board of any such
county shall at any meeting of said board within sixty days
after this act goes into effect, and thereafter at its annual meet-
tng next preceding the general election of county officers, pre-
scribe the number of assistants to the coroner that may be so ap-
pointed and fix the salaries of the coroner, the deputy coroner
and such asssistants, and when so prescribed and fized the num-
ber of such assistants so prescribed and such salaries shall be
the number of asssitants that may be so appointed and the sal-
aries of such coroner, deputy coroner and assistants during the
present term of such coroner and until changed for the then
succeeding term at an annual meeting of the county board next
preceding such general election. Such salaries shall be paid
monthly out of the counly treasury of such county in the same
manner and at such times as provided for the payment of the
“salaries of other county officers. Such deputy coroner and as-
sistants to the coroner shall have all the powers of a constable
or sheriff to serve subpoenas requiring the atiendance of wit-
nesses at any inquest to be held by the coroner or his deputy or
other orders or writs,

SecTioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.

AN ACT to amend section 390 of ithe statutes, as amended by
section 1 of chapter 170, laws of 1899, section 1 of chaptor
322, laws of 1901, section 1 of chapter 344, laws of 1903, an«
section 1 of chapter 320 of the laws of 1905, and to amend
section 1 of chapter 14, laws of 1905, special session, as amen-
ded by section 2 of chapter 423, laws of 1907, and v amend
section 2 of chapter 320 of the laws of 1905, as amended by
section 3, chapter 428, laws of 19U7, and to repeal section
391n of the statutes (being section 4 of chapter 425, laws of
1907), and to amend section 1494j of the statutes, and to
create section 1494—12m of the statutes, relating to the uni-
versity, and making an appropriat'on therefor.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Sect’on 390 of the stetutes, as amended by sec-
tion 1 of chapter 170, laws of 189), section 1 of chapter 322,
laws of 1901, section 1 of chapter 3H, laws of 1903, and section
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1 of chapter 320 of the laws of 1905, is amended to read: Sec-
tion 390. There shall be levied and collected annually a state
tax of two-sevenths of one mill for each dollar of the assessed
valuation of the taxable gencral property ‘of the stale as ascer-
tained and fixed by the state board of assessment for apportion-
ment of the state tax to the several counties, which amount,
when so levied and eollected, is appropriated to the university
fund income to be used for current and administration expendi-
tures and for the increase and improvement of the facilities of
the university; provided that upon any apportionment of the
funds in the treasury under section 1069a of the statutes, such
fund shall be applied to the tax hereinbefore levied. The com-
missioners of public lands may direct the state treasurer, from
t'me to time, to set apart such sums by way of loan to the fund
known as the university fund income for the university uses
from univested moneys in the trust fund for the period when so
uninvested, as in their judgment shall be prudent, such loans
to be repaid to the trust fund from the tax here.nbefore appro-
priated with interest at the rate then required to school distriets.

SectioN 2. There is hereby appropriated annually for the
fiscal years ending June 30, 1910, and ending June 30, 1911, out
of any moneys in the state treasury not otherwise appropriated,
the sum of one hundred thousand dollars to the university fund
income of the University of Wisconsin, for the purposes specificd
in section 1 of this act.

SectioN 3. There is hereby appropriated annually for the
fiseal years cnding June 30, 1910, and ending June 30, 1911, out
of any moneys in the state treasury not otherwise appropriated,
the sum of fifty thousand dollars to the university fund income
of the University of Wisconsin, for the purchase of books, ap-
paratus, furniture, and equipment.

The secretary of state, if in his
judgment the conditions of the general fund will warrant it,
with the approval of the governor, is authorized to transfer,
after the beginning of each fiscal year until * * * 1911,
and before the collection of the tax provided for the support of
the univers'ty for such fiscal year, from the general fund to the
university fund income, such sum or sums from the general

CHAPTER 307.

AN ACT to create section 1557n of the statutes, relating to the
presence of persons under twenty-one ycars of age in places
for the sale of intoxicating liquors, and providing a penalty
therefor.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SecrioN 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to
read: Section 1557n. Ever keeper of any salcon, shop, or place
of any nature or character whatsoever for the sale of any strong,
spirituous, malt, ardent, or intoxicating liquor, who shall either
directly or indirectly suffer or permit any person of either sex
under the age of twenty-one years, unaccompanied by his or her
parent or guardian, and not being a resident, employe, or a bona
fide lodger or boarder on the premises of such licensed person,
to linger or loiter in or about any bar-room or other room on
such premises in which intoxicating liquor is sold or dispensed,
shall for every such offense be liable to a penalty not exceeding
$50.00, besides costs, or imprisonment in the county jail not ex-
ceeding sixty days; and any such person so lingering or loiter-
ing, as aforesaid, who is not a resident, einploye, or a bona fide
lodger or boarder on the premises, or who is not accompanied
by his or her parent or guardian, shall also be liable to a penalty
of not more than $20.00, besides costs, or imprisonment not ex-
ceeding thirly days in the eounty jail.
