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provide such clerical assistance as may be necessary and fix their 
compensat:on and shall fix the fees to be received for the com-
piling and furnishing of abstracts and may at any time pre-
scribe regulations for the operation and conduct of said depart-
ment. All fees received for the compiling and furdshing of ab-
stracts shall be paid into the county treasury. The county 
board may by two-thirds vote of all the members of said board 
discontinue the furnishing of abstracts. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 327. 
AN ACT to appropr:ate money for the purchase or acquisition 

and irnprovemcnt of state parks and to defray the expenses of 
the state park board.

SECTION 1. 1. There is appropriated to the state park board 
out of any moneys in the state treasury not otherwise appro-
priated, the sum of fifty thousand dollars annually, for the 
fiscal ytars ending June 30, 1910, and June 30, 1911. . 

2. The amount so appropriated shall be expended by the state 
park board in defrayIng the expenses of the board under the 
provisions of section 1494t-2, and in the purchase or acquisi-
tion and improvement of state parks, provided that no purchase 
or acquisit:on of a park or site for a park, shall be made except 
upon the written approval of the governor.
