When not
engaged in the inspection of the schools for the deaf, said in-
spector may be assigned to such other duties as the state super-
intendent may determine and designate.

2. The inspector of day schools for the deaf shall receive an
ennual salary of * * * c¢ighieen hundred dollars and re
imbursements for all actual and necessary traveling expenses
ineurred. when duly certified by the state superintendent; pro-
vided that no more than five hundred dollars shall be allowed
for exponses.
